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When cold weather arrives, the City receives calls regarding frozen pipes. Most
often the freeze-up occurs on the customer’s side of the meter due to exposed Christie Wood 208.819.5274
pipes.

If a freeze-up occurs and if the structure is a trailer or a home with a crawl
space, go into the crawl space and check the pipe bringing water into the
structure. This is most commonly the problem. DO NOT THAW WITH AN OPEN
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Preventing Frozen Pipes, cont.

The best way to thaw the pipe is to use a hair dryer, although it can also be done with a
portable or area heater that does not use an open flame. Any electric devices used to thaw
frozen pipes should be placed in such a way so that they do not get wet should the pipe begin
leaking water once the ice is thawed.

You can prevent a recurrence by making sure the pipe is covered with insulation (heat tape is
best) and ensuring that the vents and openings are closed. The second most common cause
of a freeze-up is an outside faucet where a hose has been left in place. You can use the same
methods as above to thaw it out.

It is not recommended that people leave water running. While this can be an effective way to
prevent freeze-ups, people often run too much of a stream of water and end up with very high
utility bills. Utility billing will not adjust bills for customers who choose to do this.

When thawing a frozen pipe, it is a good idea for the customer to know how to turn off the
water. Most houses have a master shut off. If ice has split a pipe, the water won't run until it
has been thawed out.

Water pipes usually aren’t high maintenance household items until they freeze and
burst. With a little preventative care now, you can avoid frozen pipes.

Re-Leaf CDA Planting Program Applications Available Soon

At the end of January 2023, the City of Coeur
d’Alene Urban Forestry Division will begin
accepting applications for the Re-Leaf CDA
planting program. Through this program, street
trees are planted at residential locations within
public right-of-way areas in the City limits. Trees
are planted at no cost to the homeowner in order
to enhance neighborhoods and provide many
street-side benefits such as mitigating storm
water and reducing pollution.

Planting for the Future

Trees are available to homeowners who are
willing to provide care, including watering and protecting from mowers and trimmers. The
tree species for the 2023 program will be finalized when the application process begins. If
you have powerlines over your planting space, there will be a limited amount of
powerline-rated trees for these sites. Trees will be planted by a contract tree planting crew
in late April or early May.

There are a limited number of trees available and they will be distributed on a first-come,
first-served basis. The deadline to apply for this program is April 11, 2023.

You can also send an email to , or
call the Urban Forestry Division of the Parks Department at 208-769-2266 to claim your tree
today. These trees may not be used to fulfill street tree requirements.

Assessing Local Housing Needs for Community Funds

The City of Coeur d’Alene receives Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds from
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). The City is required to sub-
mit a five-year Consolidated Plan to outline various aspects of the program. The Consolidat-
ed Plan presents an assessment of local housing, homelessness, and community develop-
ment needs, identification of priority needs for use of funds received from HUD, and pre-
sents strategies to address these priority needs.

Forecasting projects and the use of funds is a crucial component to the plan. Citizen
outreach and participation in the planning are critical to ensure community needs are met.
The Consolidated Plan Survey will be posted on the City’s website in mid-January and
emailed out to those on the email list. Questions are intended to identify needs within the
City.
