17.02.055: DEFINITIONS VIII:
 B. "Family" unless otherwise specified by
      ordinance means any of the following:
    1.  One or more persons who are related
    by blood, marriage, or adoption; or
    2. No more than four (4) persons who are
     unrelated by blood, marriage or 
     adoption living together as a single 
     housekeeping unit; or
     3. No more than a total combination of 
   five (5) persons related and unrelated 
        living together as a single housekeeping 
   unit.

17.07.120: VIBRATION AND NOISE:
 B. In all districts, the use of property shall not
     create a noise level for residentially zoned 
   property in excess of the following criteria, 
   measured by an approved and properly
   calibrated decibel meter:
    1. Daytime level (7:00 A.M. to 10:00 P.M.), 
     sixty five (65) dB;
    2. Nighttime level, fifty five (55) dB.

Private off-street 
parking must be fully utilized prior to
parking on the streets. Never block the
sidewalk or neighbor’s driveway.
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
